EDUCATION/PUBLIC AWARENESS ABOUT WATERSHEDS.

Informed citizens become more involved in
protection of water quality in their neighborhoods and communities, right where they live.

Each community in the Lewisville Lake
Watershed can help spread the word
about protecting water quality and
conserving water. In a collaborative
effort, Upper Trinity Regional Water
District, Texas Agrilife Extension and
the Denton County Master Gardeners
offer special information programs
about landscape and garden practices.
