It is free of salts, chlorine, and 
chloramine, all of which can 
be detrimental to plant root 
systems. Always water with 
rainwater when possible.
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Harvesting 
rainwater on 
your property 
is EASY and 
helps to reduce 
the demand 
on our precious 
water supplies. It also 
reduces run-off, erosion, 
and contamination of natural 
water sources. Rainwater can 
be used for any purpose that 
requires water, but rainwater 
is especially good for plants 
because it is free of salt 
and other chemicals that 
can harm growing root 
systems.
